In addition to regular visits, Wags for Hope teams actively collaborate with educators to enhance classroom learning experiences. These visits help create a welcoming environment, encourage emotional well-being, and foster positive connections between students and staff. WFH also visits county libraries to assist young people in learning to read, with Reading Education Assistance Dogs (R.E.A.D.®) available upon request. Some libraries offer special de-stress hours for teens during the school year, and WFH is present to provide comfort and support during these sessions. By supporting literacy initiatives and offering comfort during challenging times, WFH demonstrates its commitment to the Frederick County school community.
